Now you should have
a pentagon on the end of
your strip.

Fold the rest of the strip
around and around,
creasing the paper as you go.

Use a blue crayon or
marker to color your
star blue (lf you are
umngnhlte paper}

To make the pentagon
into a star, push gcntl}f
with your fingernail
around the eigcs of the
pentagon. The star will
puff out.

Make a hole at one of
the points and add a
§tring to turn your star
into an ornament,
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
